Practical Information of the Double Degree Programme in Building Services Engineering at Mikkeli University of Applied Sciences Concerning Year 2012

1. DEGREE PROGRAMME IN BUILDING SERVICES ENGINEERING

Building services engineering guarantees safe, healthy and pleasant indoor air in buildings, dependable water supply services as well as functional lightning, electrical and communication systems. During the studies in this programme, the students are provided with the versatile abilities to work in different tasks of HVAC engineering (heating, ventilating and air conditioning). The degree programme of Building Services Engineering consists of 240 ECTS, of which 160 ECTS are completed in St. Petersburg and 80 ECTS are completed at the Mikkeli University of Applied Sciences.

Double degree students will study in Mikkeli one calendar year. Within this time frame a student studying in Mikkeli University of Applied Sciences is expected to complete the compulsory professional studies (60 ECTS), and Bachelor’s Theses (15 ECTS) as well as practical training (5 ECTS). Practical training can occur either in St. Petersburg or in Finland during the summer term. 

After successfully completed studies in Mikkeli and fulfilling the practical training, a student is awarded a Bachelor of Engineering Degree of Mikkeli University of Applied Sciences. However, the student has to have 160 ECTS completed in his/her own university in St. Petersburg, before he/she can receive the Bachelor of Engineering of Mikkeli University of Applied Sciences.

2. ADMISSION PROCEDURES

Application period for studies beginning in January 2012 is 1.9.-15.10.2011. Applications with enclosures are to be delivered to the admission office by 15.10.2011 at 4.15 p.m. Admission results are announced and acceptance letters sent as soon as possible after the closing date of the application period.  Admitted students must confirm attending the programme by 9.12.2011 at 4.15 p.m.

The required enclosures are 

· copy of transcript of records of the students taken at home university

· copy of IELTS or original TOEFL score report or other language test

If the certificates are written in any other language than Finnish, Swedish or English, an authorized translation of the certificate in one of the before mentioned languages is required. The certificate of the language test can be delivered also after the application period. However, the certificate must be delivered before the studies begin. Until the certificate is delivered, the admission to the programme of the student in question is conditional.

Mikkeli University of Applied Sciences will send the application forms to St. Petersburg State Polytechnical University for students to fill in. St. Petersburg State Polytechnical University will send the filled application forms with enclosures to Admission Office of Mikkeli University of Applied Sciences in time.

3. DETAILED CURRICULUM

The curriculum at the Mikkeli University of Applied Sciences consists of 60 ECTS of course work, 15 ECTS of Bachelor’s Thesis, and 5 ECTS of practical training. The courses offered are:

· Design and Dimensioning of HVAC Systems

· Comissioning of HVAC Systems

· Heating Systems

· Heating and Cooling Demands in Buildings
· Indoor Climate
· Project Management Skills
· Electrical and Automation Engineering
· Water and Sewage Services in Buildings
Mikkeli University of Applied Sciences has the right to make changes in the detail of the curriculum, if necessary. The changes might deal with the teachers, titles, contents, duration, depth, and timing of the courses. The purpose of the changes would be to guarantee the most suitable and flexible study schedule for the Double Degree students. All the courses are lectured in English language.

4. OTHER MATTERS CONCERNING THE RELEVANT STUDY ARRANGEMENTS

Practical training will take place during the summer 2012. Mikkeli University of Applied Sciences tries to help the students to find organisations in Finland or in St. Petersburg, in which the students can do the practical training. However, the students are also encouraged to be active in searching companies in which they would like to do the training.

Students will apply for housing directly from MOAS (Mikkeli Student Housing Ltd, http://www.moas.fi). When the students are accepted to Mikkeli UAS, they will receive an admission package. The package will include a detailed instructions how to apply for housing.
